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Abstract

Social linguistics adopted a synchronic
framework and turned onomastics from an
archaist science to a modern one dealing with
contemporary society. However, it is impossible
to ignore the role names play in shaping
individuals’ cognitive structures. Thus, cognitive
linguistics also showed an interest in this subject
because “Names” are multifaceted linguistic
elements. Similar to traditional and philosophical
studies, social onomastics mostly deal with
proper names, but cognitive linguistics,
especially studies of Geeraerts et al., address
common names. Labov (1972) sees urban social
linguistics as the “science of field studies”; this
view can be safely applied to onomastic studies,
especially to the approach that addresses
onomastics from a socio-cognitive perspective
with an emphasis on use and context. This article
aims to provide roadmap for onomastics studies
applying documentary research method. The
authors, after a quick philosophical and
diachronic review of literature, examine
contemporary onomastics studies from a
sociocognitive perspective. The conclusion of
their observation and studies shows that the
scope of onomastic research has expanded,
word-formation (lexical generation) processes
draw less attention. Instead, lexical structure and
different quantitative approaches, which study
the strength of onomastic processes, are
receiving more attention by the day.
